It is with great exuberance that | release a draft calendar for the Historical Society’s educa-
tion programs for the coming year. Asyou know, there were no educational programs
this past spring or this summer; this due to the fact that the Board and our indispensable
volunteers were focused on managing logistics of our operations in the wake of fiscal cut-
backs. Fortunately, in doing so HSBC was able to keep the research library open 35 hours
per month, and successfully complete publication of our 350" Anniversary book. The
enclosed schedule will return the Society to a position it held at the peak of its program-
ming.

First, the HSBC will be participating directly and indirectly in numerous upcoming festi-
vals. We will host a booth at the Maryland State Fair, where we will also exhibit an op-

erational 107-year-old New Holland gas-powered cordwood cutter from our Farm mu-

seum. Baltimore County anniversary books will be available at Defender’s Day at Fort
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Howard. We will also host a touring exhibit at the Reisterstown Festival, and again at the African-American Festi-

val.

Other programs include a new series called “A Conversation with...” which will enable an audience to engage in an
informal conversation with noted historians from the Baltimore County area. This year’s conversations will be with
Mr. Robert A. Erlandson, formerly of the Baltimore Sun; Dr. Barry Lanman, author of our book and consummate
oral historian; and the dean of Baltimore County history, Mr. John McGrain. Our college interns from both Towson
and Stevenson Universities will be presenting their original research findings as part of our program. We are plan-
ning to have a bus trip to St Michaels, a road rally, and a farm festival in the spring as well as a celebration of the
100™ anniversary of Boy Scouts of America. Mr. Jerome Watson will be telling us about the research involved in his
book on Turner Station, and he will be available to autograph copies of his book should you choose to purchase one.
The owners of Baltimore Knife and Sword will be providing a program on how history has informed their vocations
and avocations for the last 25 years and, finally, there will be a “members only” holiday celebration in December.

This is an aggressive program calendar but one which | believe is necessary to the continued well-being of the Soci-
ety. In order to achieve this we will need volunteers who are willing to work on behalf of HSBC’s farm museum,
others willing to design a road rally to collect data, and still others to plan our bus trip to St. Michaels. In addition,
we still need volunteers to help patrons in the research center and one volunteer to be our czar of book sales.
We are coming back and we are coming back strong, but we do not have enough volunteers to share the load.
